But they
are not alone. Even the so-called "cults
of Judeo-Christianity, like the Mor-
mons, believe in a coming "thousand
vear” age when Jesus will rule with Jo-
seph Smith at his side. Joseph Smith
said:

"For | will reveal myself from heaven with
power and great glory, with all the hosts
thereof, and dwell in rightecusness with
men on earth a thousand years, and the
wicked shall not stand.”

(B&C 25:11)

Even the Jehovah's Witnesses
{founded in 1879) who usually tell you
they don't betieve in the “heaven" or
"hell" of the Evangelicals, still believe in
a future age on the earth, after the Bat-
tle of Armageddon, when they, along

with "their Jesus,” will rule all the na-
tions (one-world central government).
In their lust for this vision, they have
foretold the end of the world many
times over the past 100 years. In 1889
they said,

"...The 'battle of the great day of God Al-
mighty' {Rev. 16:14), which will end in
A.D. 1914 with the complete overthrow of
Earth's present rulership, is already com-
menced.” (C.T. Russell, THE TIME IS AT
HAND, p. 101)

While their desire to see the demise
of Earth's governments is admirable,
their fallure to recognize Christ's
present rulership is not.

Well, their prediction of "the end” in
1914 was found to be flawed, and so
they had to revise their time schedule a
number of times. Thus, in 1904 they
said it would happen ...

*somewhere between 1910 and 1914.7

In 1914, in view of the conspicuous
absence of "the end,” they published
their regrets. Then, in 1920, they told
their followers that:

"1925 shall mark the resurrection of the
faithful worthies,.." "...We are standing at
the very portais of that blessed time!"
(Golden Age of the Kingdem)™ J.F. Ruth-
erford, MILLIONS NOW LIVING WILL
NEVER BIE, pp. 97, 105.

They continued, with seeming impu-
nity, setting dates right up to 1979.
Then they decided that they should be
more general in their terms. They con-
sequently adopted the method of the
Evangelicals with their "any moment
now” philosophy of "coming deoom”
and “"the New Age." Today, with Bush's
New World Order in the news, many
JWs are swooning with ecsta-
sy...assuming that this is (once again)
the beginning of "the coming
kingdom.”

The misconceptions about a "future”
age or a "Millennium"” can be directly
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traced to two things:

First: there are mistranslations in
our English versions of the Bible. The
Scriptures, for centuries, have been
translated by men who have inserted
into them their own pre-supposed be-
liefs. As a result, the English versions
often portray the translators' ideas rath-
er than the writers'.

For example, take the case of the
"supernatural devil” theory. Translator
who already believed in a super-natural
devil with great power — equal to God -
rendered the English versions with him
i there. Instead of translating the word
"Satan" as "adversary,” as it should be,
the translators merely transliterated it,
capitalized it, and made it into a-‘per-
sonal noun (a name). However, when
the careful Bible reader correctly trans-
lates the word, the mythical “super-
spook” suddenly disappears. And, the
context of the verse determines the
specific "adversary” being talked about
— usually a man.

Secondly: Judeo-Christianity
(and their related "cults”) are first and
forernost Jewish in their docirine. All
share the common false teaching that
the Jews are "God's chosen people”
and they will eventually rule supreme
over the whole world; a belief straight
out of Judaism and Jewish sources.

Millennium," according to
the Catholic Dictionary, refers to. ..

"...Christ's reign of a thousand years on
earth, described in the Apccalypse XX
(Revelation 20). Catholics take the num-
ber one thousand io designate an indefi-
nite period of considerable length, and re-
fer the reign of Christ to his spiritual reign
in the Church on earth..."

Catholic Dictionary

So the Catholics, at least at one
time, took the Millennium to be a
present reign on earth. However, they
see that reign via the Pope and his
church over the world.

THE MYTH
OF SOCIALIZATION

By Rev. Rousas John Rushdoony

5 GELAGBELGCELERLLRELEE

The sense of community once marked the United States,
and, from one area to another, a variety of cultures and
communities existed. As immigrant people, we settled close
to cur kind, and I can remember how from county to coun-
ty, aad town to town, there was a distinctive character, a
dor ant Christian group, and a strong sense of communi-
ty.. I¢an recall, in some areas, where as many as six genera-
tiods, & long time in the United States, had lived in the same
home or the same farm.

However, James Patterson and Peter Kim, in The Day
America Told the Truth (1991}, describe in one chapter
““The End of the Hometown in America: The End of Com-
munity.”’ People have lost respect for private property; they
are no longer charitable; they want to be left alone; and their
relationship to their children is not good.

Meanwhile, we have a militant statist effort to compel so-
cialization in the school, and the workplace, and in
neighborhoods. Its failure is very conspicuous.

One of the major arguments against Christian schools and

. home schools is that the. children are deprived of the
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necessary socialization which they see as basic to modern
education.

The words society and comemunity have closely related
meanings: something is closely shared and held, and this has
during most of history been a common faith. The word
communion tells it all; it refers to the central sacrament of
the Christian faith. In the pre-conquest era, the English
form of the Apostle’s Creed read, where we now say, “‘the
communion of saints,”’ *‘of the saints the society.”” The en-
during basis of community has not been race nor nationality
but religious faith, communion in Christ for Christians.

The primary society of Christendom has been the Chris-
tian family. It has been a community of faith. Its stress has
been above all, first and foremost, communion with God in
Christ. The foundation of community is seen as supernatur-
al and sacramental. No naturalistic, statist demand for com-

munity can replace its Christian and sacramental basis. Of
course, the statist and humanistic hostility to the family has
been anti-Christian to the core. Church and family must go,
and certainly the Christian and home schools, to make way
for the state as the ‘‘true community.”” George Bernard
Shaw wrote, in The Quintessence of Ibsen, **unless Woman
repudiates her womanliness, her duty to her husband, to her

‘ldren, to society, to law, and to everyone but herself, she
-0Nnot emancipate herself’” (cited by James C. Neely,
IL/X.D.: Gender, The Mpyth of Equality, p. 141. 1981).

dical individualism has been promoted among men,
~umen, and children to destroy the Christian family and
community.

Second, in the Christian family which is truly under God
the basic socialization is with adults, parents, grandparents,
and relatives. In our humanistic and statist model of public
or statist schools, the socialization stressed is with other
children. But maturity must be the goal, and, in the family-
community, the child is prepared for adulthood and maturi-
ty by the centrality of the family. Adoclescence is a modern
phenomenon, and it has occurred only as civilizations decay
and collapse. A dying culture promotes rebellion among its
youth, whereas once it meant, in stable and Godly societies,™
the happy entrance to maturity. The rite of confirmation,
once ccmmon to most churches, meant confirmation in the
faith by affirming for oneself the baptismal vows made by
one’s parents; it meant entrance into maturity and adult-
"7'nd; and it meant that one was confirmed to changé the
+1ld. Having been made a new creation by Jesus Christ,
the persons confirmed were now introduced to the mature
task of bringing about the Kingdom.of God in their lives,
calling, and community.

Where socialization with other children is the primary
stress, the result is not maturity but an emphasis on perpetu-
al childhood. Maturity as a goal is replaced with childhood
as a goal. Instead of the faith governing the person, then
peer pressure does. Some have held, and with good reason,
that today the two governing forces among people are peer
pressure on the one hand, and an anarchistic individualism
on the other; neither manifests maturity. .

Third, this emphasis is destructive of the family. It shifts
authority from the family to either the group or the in-
dividual. Another factor has contributed to the destruction
of the family: welfarism. Welfarism dislocates authority. It
shifts it from the family to the state. It is not at all surprising
that so many welfare families are fatherless. The man’s
authority and headship are nullified, and he abandons the
family and his manhood.

Fourth, socialization then works outward and downward.
The pattern is not only set for the child by forces outside the
family but also by the school. With the family’s influence
undermined, moral authority is replaced by immoral
authority. Socialization then takes place with the worst

elements in the school or area. The state school, with its em-
phasis on socialization with the peer group, also undermines
its own influence. Its teachers are the object of disrespect
and violence. The Christian and home school are attacked
for lacking socialization, but what is meant by that is simply
that the evil state-prescribed socialization is avoided. Fel-
lowship with godly children and with godly parents and
family members is somehow detested by these statists.
Fifth, in demanding socialization through public or statist

education, these humanists are insisting that true socializa-
tion must be beyond good and evil, without any moral con-
siderations. “The real world”’ for these educators is an
amoral and godless world in which all Biblical considéra-
tions are invalid. The only values tolerated or taught are au-
tonomous, self-created values. In other words, socialization
for them means and begins with the tempter’s program,
every man as his own god, knowing or determining for
himself what is good and evil (Gen. 3:5). This type of educa-
tion turns schooling into an agency of man’s fall and a
‘perpetuator thereof. '

Sixth, where peer pressure prevails, as it does in godless
schooting, the moral and intellectual excellence is resented.
The stress on peer equality means that superiority is out of
step with the rest of the people. Basketball coach Al
McGuire once observed, ‘I think the world is run by C
students.” It is indeed, and the situation grows worse daily.
Cornelius Van Til spoke of the direction of all anti-Christian
thinking as ““‘integration downward into the void.” Before
long, we will feel that rule by C students is wonderful, as the
D students take over! Unless we re-Christianize society, the
disintegration will continue. Already, Patterson and Kim
have found that among the sleaziest occupations, in the
minds of most Americans, are drug dealing, organized crime
bosses, TV evangelists, prostitutes, local politicians, and
congressmen.

The humanistic attempts to effect socialization have left
us a deeply divided people. In the name of socialization, we
have hate-mongering against Christians and their schools,
We have a ‘‘society’” of conflict, and morality is now
equated in some circles with hating Christians, businessmen,
parents, employers, the military, the police, and so on and
on. These people equate morality with hating various groups
and persons! .

Theé liberal myth of socialization is'an evil myth. It is time
to coﬁnter_—attack and to see it as the evil that it is.

n the morning of 26th March, 1555 the whole of

Brentwood town was in a state of excitement.

Remem-
per what it says in I John 4:20-
21 which says: "If any man
says, I love God, and bateth
bis brother, be is a liar; for be
that loveth not bis brother,
whom be bath seen, bow can
be love God, whom be bath
not seen? And this command-
ment bave we from Him, that
be who loveth God love bis
brother also.”

The next step is another big
one. Whenever someone
comes to you, you need to
stop and make sure that this
situation involves you. If the
person is coming to you be-

cause he’s angry with someone
else, tell him to go to that per-
son. Don’t allow yourself to be
a listener of gossip or allow
yourself to be put in the mid-
dle of something that is none

of your business. Now if it
does involve you, there are
two witnesses to the event and
you need to follow Matthew 18
to do your part to resolve the
situation. If it is not important
encugh for you to do that, it
certainly is mnot important
enough to be bitter and angry
about.

We also need to examine
how we resolve disputes within

our own families. Do we allow

talebearing or tattletelling? Do
we make our children go
through Matthew 18 when
they have disputes with their
brothers, sisters, or friends?
Perhaps if we start following
this process when they are
small they will continue it
when they are big. Remember
what is said in [saiah 28:10:
"For precept must be upon
precept, precept upon precept;
Line upon fine, line upon line;
bere a little, and there a little.”
It hit me like a ton of bricks
the other day that most of us
are teaching our children to be
good communists when we
allow talebearing. Instead of
resolving their differences
scripturally, they come to the
government or state (Mom or
Dad) and expect it to mete out
judgment on the basis of one
witness. Can we do that? Yes,
but is it scripturally correct?
NO! Unless we have two wit-
nesses to an event we cannot
make a judgment. Do you real-
ize how much power is given
to people when judgments are
made on the basis of one wit-
ness? What happens when one
child is always believed over
another? That child realizes he
can get the other in trouble at
any time. The other child also
realizes it and is bullied by it.
lets use a hypothetical
situation. Johnny comes run-
ning and crying to Mommy
saying, "Tommy, hit me!” What
should Mommy do? She needs
to calm the children down and
then require the two to talk to
one another and state why
they are mad at the other one.
Once they have communicated
what sin they feel the other

. one has done, they should

then have to ask for the proper
corrective action by the sinner.
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The role Mommy plays
should be one of a mediator
rather than a judge. If the
children both state that one of
~them has broken a rule, then
Mom has two witnesses and
the child should receive the
appropriate punishment. We
need to admonish the offender
to seck the other’s forgiveness
and to remind the offendee of
his obligation to grant forgive-
ness "seventy times seven.”
This teaches children to accept
the fact that another person’s

feelings are important. We all
need to learn to put ourselves
in each other's shoes and
change our behavior if it is up-
setting to others. -

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Presbyterians tackle |
- thorny question of sex

NEW YORK: American Preshyterians,
the fourih-largest religious order in the
US, will be posed next month the most
divisive issue the church has faced in two
centuries — sex.

A 196-page report, prepared over three
years by a 17-member task force, recom-
mendds the church of 2.9 million American
re-evalaute their attitnde to sex before
marriage, homosexuals in the church,
abortion and masturbation.

The report, Keeping Body and Soul
Together: Sexuality, Spirituality and
Social Justice, has already caused splits
in the church, with 89 of the 174 American
presbyteries objecting to the recommen-
dations.

The issues will be put to the vetie of 650
church delegates at the 203rd Generat
Assembly in Baltimore next month.

Among the controversial recommenda-

tions are:
ORDINATION of homosexuals to the

ministry;

" APPROVAL of sex outside marriage
between “responsible” adolescents, as
long as it refiects equality and mutnal

—.. respect;

ACCESS to birth control;

RECOGNITION of gays and homosex-
ual couples;

ENDORSEMENT of 2 woman’s right to
abortion;

APPROVAL of masturbation for
adolescents, senior citizens and others
unable to engage in other types of sexual
behavior; .

Already, 28,000 copies of the report
have been sold, making it the largest-
selling publicatfon in the history of the
Presbyterian Church.

Sex out of marriage is accepted by the
task force, which concludes the debate
“should not be focused in a limited way
on rules of whe sleeps with whom”.

“What matters is not whether sexually
active adults are married or not, but
rather whether they embody justice-love
in their relating,” the report says.

"In the 17th century the
church of France fell under the
control of the state and any
divergent faith was regarded as
heretical and treasonable. The
revocation in 1685 of the Edict
of Nantes deprived the Protes-
tants of their religious
freedom. Rather than forego
their faith and be forced to ac-
cept the doctrines of the
Roman Catholic Church, about
250,000 Huguenots fled from
France to settle in countries
like Germany, England, Swit-
zerland and Denmark. Also, be-
ause of its proximity, more

These events tock place ata
time when the young settle-
ment in the Cape of Good
Hope in Southern Africa
needed more colonists and the
Council of Seventeen, directors
of the large Dutch East Indian
Company (DEIC), a large trad-
ing company in the Nether-
lands, encouraged the Hu-
guenots to setile at the Cape.
1988 marks the tercentenary of
the arrival of our Huguenot-Is-
rael kinsmen in South Africa.

It was in 1688 that seven
DEIC ships with about 200
Huguenot men, women and
children, reached the small
Dutch settlement in the Cape
which had been established by
Jan van Riebeeck just 36 years
earlier. They were settled in
what is now the Stellenbosch
district of Cape Province and
within one generation they had
become assimilated, discarding
their French language and even
pronouncing their names in the
Dutch manner. ’

The huguenots who arrived
in the Cape had plied 31 dif-
ferent trades in France such as

baking, carpentry, wagon-
building, surgery and farming.
The DEIC had, however,

brought them to the Cape
primarily as farmers. Although
they had to develop virgin land

ard in the first few years often
experienced crop failures, the
newcomers were hard-working
people most of whom even-
tually succeeded in their new
way of life,

Although they numbered
only one sixth of the in-
habitants of the Cape, they
made a contribution to the
population out of all propor-
tion to size, and left a rich
legacy to the country, While
ceasing to speak French, they
also exercised a great influence
on the development of the
Afrikaans language. Today, nine
Huguenot surnames are found
among the country’s 36 most

numerous families. Examples
are:

Nel (50,000),

Du Plessis (49,000),

Fourle (47,500),

Du Teit (40,000),

Le Roux (32,000),

Viljoen (30,000),

Marais & Joubert (28,00()

and Du Preex (26,000).

The original emigres who
came to the Cape and the
other Huguenots who followed
them, are commemorated by
our Israel kinsmen in the South
Africa of today because it is
recognized that these staunch-
Iy Calvinistic Israelite Protes-
tants have played a very
important part in shaping the
sturdy  character of the
Afrikaaner community.”

Scrolls refer
to Messiah

LOS ANGELES: Newly re-
leased text from the Dead Sea
scrolls mentioned the execution
of a Messiah-fike leader, sugg-
esting that some ancient Jews
shared the Christian concept of
the slaying of a Messiah,
scholars said yesterday.

One fragment contained
five lines of text that de-
scribed a “leader of the com-
munity” being “put to death”
and mentioned “piercings” or
“wounds”, an expert in Middle
East religions at California
State University, Long Beach,
Professor Robert Eisenman,
said.

The text also used Messiah-
related terms such as “the
staff”. “the Branch of David”
and the “Root of Jesse”, Pro-
fessor Eisenman, who helped
translate the scroll frag-
ments, said.

Its language is close to that
in the Old Testament Book of
Isaiah, which says “for our
sins he was wounded’. Many
Christians use Isaiah’s proph-

ecies to aid their understand-
ing of Jesus.
